Extract information from the text and discuss orally with reference to the text
	Read up to “and he dreamed of strange and wonderful lands”
Ask the children what they think about the bear?  Is he nice?  Kind?  Fun?  Has the author described the bear at all?  Read the story again model writing the words the author uses to describe the bear.

Children have picture of the bear and write the words and phrases around the bear.
Support: Adult to help identify the adjectives that describe the bear



	Session 3
Inference

Make simple inferences about characters’ thoughts and feelings and reasons for actions
	Read the next page “It wasn’t long” – discuss the bear so far. Look back at yesterday’s words to describe his appearance. Show an outline picture of the bear. Role on the wall - Model adding words on the outside to show what the text tells us and words on the inside what we “think we know” about him
Support: Sort the words into things we know and things we think

	Session 4
Inference

Make simple inferences about characters’ thoughts and feelings and reasons for actions
	Read up to “would miss him very much”
Discuss – what would you do if you were the bear? Would you stay or go? What would you do and why? Make a list of reasons to stay and go
Support: Sort the list of reasons into reasons to stay or go

	Session 5
Language for Effect
	Share video clips of theatres, especially the parts with applause and standing ovations to introduce vocabulary. 
Read up to “he created headlines everywhere he went”

Spend time looking at other words that have not been covered so far. 

	Session 6
Inference

Make simple inferences about characters’ thoughts and feelings and reasons for actions
	How does the bear feel now he is playing successful shows? How do you know? Link back to session 4 – did he make the right choice to move to the city?

Read the page with the bear on the roof. 
How does this change your opinion of his feelings? Does he still feel proud and happy? What should he do? Make a list of reasons to stay and go
Support: Sort the list of reasons into reasons to stay or go

	Session 7

Inference

Make simple inferences about characters’ thoughts and feelings and reasons for actions
	Read up to “he had left them behind”
Look back at the role on the wall from session 3.

What would you add to the text now? Do we know more about the bear? Has our opinion changed? Go back and add more in a new colour
Support: Sort word cards to add to a new copy of previous work

	Session 8

Respond and Explain

Participate in discussions about books, poems and other works that are read to them and those they can read for themselves by: asking questions
	Read rest of the book. 
If you could ask the bear any question, what would it be? What would you want to know? Make a list of questions that we could ask

Support: Scribe as a group

	Session 9

Respond and Explain

Participate in discussions about books, poems and other works that are read to them and those they can read for themselves by: asking questions
	Look at the front cover. Why does it say David Litchfield? Explain that he wrote and illustrated the book. If you had a question for him, what would it be? If you could share a review or comment, what would you say? 
Explain that we can send our questions to him and he might reply (he will!!). Children to write questions for the author and then we will send them off. 

Extend: Tell me square: Children to make a list of things they liked about the book, connections to other stories and questions for the author

Support: Scribe as a group
